Description: The links style course features four Par 5’s, ten Par 4’s and four Par 3’s 

in addition to a 9-hole par 3 course and double-ended practice range. 
 
Clubhouse: The renovated clubhouse will feature a pro shop, restaurant, showers 

and lockers plus an area for social events. 
 
Programs: Instruction, etiquette and rules programs will be offered to all with 

special emphasis on junior golfers.  Clinics, tournaments, outings, and 
mixers will be offered. 

 
Fee Structure: Green fees in the $120 to $150 range based on day of week. Membership 

fees starting $4,500 with a discount for Caesarea property owners
